Charging and power modes

It takes up to 7.5 hours to charge the T10x tablet batteries from an empty state. It may take
longer ifyou are using your device for standard power-intensive activities, for example
using GNSS or processing a lot of data while you are charging it.

Charging the battery

The battery pack thatis shipped with the tablet is in “ship mode”. Before turning on the
tablet for the first time, use the AC-DC adapter that ships with the tablet to fully charge the
battery packin T10x tablet.

When the battery packis charging, the blue-colored Battery LED should blink slowly. If
plugging in the AC-DC adapter does not trigger this blinking activity and the LED stays dark,

the battery pack(s) may have been drained substantially. Unplug the AC-DC adapter from
the tablet then plug it back in to activate the charging process. You may need to do this a
few times.

To charge the battery:

1. Connect the appropriate international plug adapter for your region to the AC adapter.
2. Connect the power cord to the charging port on the device.

3. Plugthe power supply into an electrical outlet.

Ablue battery LED on the front left of the tablet shows the charging status. When
connected to mains power (battery is charged/ charging), this shows:

« Solid blue = Battery capacity 100%
« Flashing blue = Battery capacity <100%
When not connected to mains power (battery is discharging), it shows:
« Solid blue =Battery capacity is between 100% and 25%

Using the Power button

To turn on the tablet, push and quickly release the Power button (see Parts of the T10x
tablet, page 22).

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Installing a screen protector

The T10x tablet is fitted with a chemically strengthened glass touchscreen which is highly
resistant to abrasion and impact damage. However to ensure maximum protection, it is
recommended that you use a Trimble-approved T10x tablet screen protector.

Each screen protector includes two fine films, one on either side of the sheet. These fims
must be removed before the screen protector can be used.

To install a screen protector:

1. Place the device on a clean, flat surface.

2. Cleanthetouchscreen with a damp cloth, alcohol wipe or similar.

3. Polish and dry the screen to remove any dust with a lint-free cleaning cloth.

Remove the protective film from the screen protector that is labeled Back. This part will
be in contact with the tablet screen. Do not touch the “Back” section after removing the
film.

5. Align the screen protector with the glass portion of the display. Use the edge of the
display as a guide. The screen protector should line up evenly with the edges of the
screen.

6. Carefully lay the screen protector down on the screen. Ifyou make a mistake and the
glass looks off-center, you can gently lift the screen protector up and realign it. Then,
once the protector is on the screen, give it a soft press in the center and allow the
adhesive surface to grip to the screen naturally.

Using Trimble software that provides a keypad

The T10x tablet operating system provides an on-screen (touch) keypad. If you use Trimble
software that also provides an on-screen keypad, when you run the software on the T10x
tablet, you may have two keypads appearing whenever you are in a text field in the
software. To prevent this, configure the keypad settings correctly in the Windows 10
operating system and in the software.

To use the operating system keypad:

Using the Digital Pen

Take notes, draw, navigate, and mark up documents directly on the screen using the Digital
Pen.The Digital Pen is an active pen based on capacitive-coupled sensing technology for
use on capacitive touch screens.

The Digital Pen requires a AAAA battery.

The Digital Pen is designed to work with the tablet automatically; no Bluetooth or Wi-Fi
connection is required. The Pen works once itis close to the touchscreen.

NOTE - When using the Digital Pen, the screen will not respond to finger touch.

1 Pen Button: For quick access to the right-click menu, press and hold the button,
touch the screen with the Pen tip and release the button to bring up the right-
clickmenu.

2 Eraser Button: Works as an eraser to delete markings made with the Digital Pen
on the screen.

3 Pen Tip: Pressure-sensitive tip allows natural handwriting and drawing.

Using the Control Center utility

The Control Center is the central portal to access major system modules and settings.
Authorized users can enable/disable radios (Wi-Fi, Bluetooth) and/or optional modules. All
users can change the settings for all modules to adjust the LCD brightness, screen
orientation, and touch modes based on where and how the tablet is being used so it
benefits end-users the most.

Accessing the Control Center from the Windows Desktop

From the Windows System Tray, tap @ to launch the Control Center application.

When the application is launched, the Control Center runs under Normal User Mode. In
this mode, you cannot turn on/off the modules, like Wireless, Bluetooth, Cameras, and
GNSS.

brightness depending on the ambient light conditions.

Working with Wi-Fi networks

The T10x tablet supports wireless connectivity, allowing you to connect to wireless
networks using the built-in Wi-Firadio (also sometimes called Wireless LAN, WLAN, or
802.11).

Airplane mode

Ifyou are traveling on an airplane, or don't need to use wireless functions on the T10x
tablet for a while, use Airplane mode to turn off all wireless radios with transmitting
features built into the T10x tablet, including Bluetooth, Wi-Fi, and GNSS, as well as any
wireless radios connected to the T10x tablet.

Other types of USB devices may require drivers.

To connect a USB device, flip open the port cover on the left side of the T10x tablet and
plug the device cable into the USB port.

Connecting to Bluetooth accessories

The T10x tablet has embedded Bluetooth wireless technology—a short-range wireless
communication technology that allows wireless data transfer and communication
between devices over a distance of up to 10 meters (30 feet).

Use the Windows System Tray, Windows Mobility Center, or Action Center to configure
Bluetooth wireless connections. Follow the instructions and options in the Bluetooth
application.

TIP -To save battery, turn off Bluetooth when you are not using it. Bluetooth is off when
the device is in Airplane mode.

Before you can transfer data or communicate between your T10x tablet and another
Bluetooth enabled device, you must pair the T10x tablet and the device.
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To pair and connect the T10x tablet with a Bluetooth device:

1. Turn onthe Bluetooth device and make it discoverable. To learn how to do this, check
the documentation for your Bluetooth device or go to the manufacturer's website.

Performance issues

Device is running slowly

« Operating system updates may be installing.

Windows 10 10T Enterprise may have automatically downloaded software or operating
system updates, and is installing these in the background. While these updates are
being installed, system performance may be reduced, or wireless connectivity speed
may appear to be slower than normal.
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« You may have too many background applications running.

Some programs start automatically and run in the background. You can disable these
programs at startup to improve Windows startup time and overall system
performance.

« You may have malware or avirus.

Avirus or other malicious software could cause your device to run slowly. Check
whether your device has a virus by using Windows Defender, which is included with
Windows 10, or refer to the documentation for your third party antivirus software.

o Checkyour wireless network speed.

Ifthe apps you are using are connecting to the Internet, a poor network connection
may be causing them to run slowly. For detailed information on checking your network,
see Wi-Fispeed is slow, page 56.

o Checkforlow disk space.

You may be able to improve performance ifyou free up some disk space on your
device. Disk Cleanup can delete temporary and system files, empty the Recycle bin, and
remove apps and data that you no longer need.

« Your device may have overheated.

Ifyou are using your device in a hot environment and/or are using a processor- or
memory-intensive app, your device may have become too hot. Move your device to a
cooler spot, wait five minutes, and see if it runs faster.

Wireless connectivity issues
Wi-Fi speed is slow

o Your network s running slow for all devices.

You should first check to see whether your networkis slow on another device. Can you
connect to your wireless network and browse the web at normal speeds from another
PC, tablet, or smartphone? Try running a Network Speed Test to ensure your Internet
connection is functioning normally.

« Your Wi-Fisignalis weak.

Check the Wireless networkicon in the taskbar. This icon (@ shows your current
signal strength. If the icon is partially dimmed, move your device closer to your wireless
router to seeifthe signalimproves. Ifyour router is broadcasting on both a 2.4 GHz
and 5 GHz frequency, try connecting to a different frequency. In general, a network
operating on the 5 GHz frequency will be faster and less susceptible to interference,
but willhave a shorter range than a 2.4 GHz network.
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Wi-Fi is not connected

o Thereis no Wi-Fi connectivity.

Make sure that the tablet is notin Airplane mode; Airplane mode must be OFF in the
operating system. See Airplane mode, page 46.

Power and battery issues

Battery will not charge

« The battery is overheated, or too cold.

The battery will charge between 0 °Cand +45 °C(+32 °Fand +113 °F). If you have been
using or storing the device in a particularly hot or cold environment, the battery may be
outside the safe charging temperature range. Sensors in the battery will prevent the
battery from charging until its temperature returns to a normal level..

Device will not start up

« The battery does not have enough charge to power the device.

Check the battery charge; see Checking the battery charge, page 26. Ifthe battery
charge is low, attach the device to an external power source, then try again.

« The battery is not correctly installed.

The device may not be receiving power from the battery if it is not installed properly.
Remove the battery, then replace it, pressing down on both corners until it clicks into
place. See Removing and inserting battery packs, page 26.

Device suddenly turns off during use

« Make sureyou are not accidentally pressing the Power button.

The Power button is located on the lower front left of the device. Make sure that while
gripping the device that you are not accidentally pressing the Power button and
suspending the unit.

o Thedevice may have run out of power and gone into critical suspend mode.

Ifyour battery charge level gets too low, the device will automatically go into a
hibernate mode to prevent loss of data. If the battery charge is too low, connect the
device to external power.

Ifyou regularly run out of battery power while in the field, consider carrying a spare
battery with you. The device supports hot-swapping of the battery, which means that
the device will keep running for up to two minutes while you remove the battery pack
and replace it with another.
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Device shuts down when hot-swapping the battery

« Hot-swap battery is not sufficiently charged.

The hot-swap back-up battery allows you to change the main device battery pack for a
charged one without shutting the device down. To function correctly, the hot-swap
battery must have at least 90 minutes of charging time before it can work properly. If
you attempt multiple hot-swaps without allowing the back-up battery to recharge, your
device may shut down when the battery packis removed

Restarting or resetting the operating system

Ifyour device becomes unresponsive and you cannot resolve the problem, you need to
restart or reset your device.

Restarting your (unresponsive) device

Ifyour device is no longer responding to touchscreen or keypad input, you may need to
force it to restart by removing power from the system.

NOTE - Restarting the system by holding down the Power button removes power to the
CPU. Any unsaved files and settings will be lost.

To force your device to restart, press and hold the Power button until the device shuts
down (~10 seconds), then restart your device by pressing the Power button.

Resetting your device

If restarting your device does not resolve the issue that you are seeing, resetting it might
help. Resetting lets you choose to keep your files or remove them, and then reinstalls the
operating system.

To reset your device:

1. Tap o/ Settings / Update & Security / Recovery.

2. Under Reset this PC, tap Get started then follow the onscreen instructions to reset
your device.

3. Atthereset menu, select one ofthe following:
« Keep my files.
« Reinstalls Windows 10 and keeps your personalfiles.

« Removes apps and drivers you installed.
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« Removes changes you made to settings.
« Removes any apps your dealer or distributor installed.
« Remove everything.
« Reinstalls Windows 10 and removes all your personalfiles.
« Removes apps and drivers you installed.
« Removes changes you made to settings.

« Ifyou're planning to donate, recycle, or sell your device, use this option and
choose to fully clean the drive. This might take an hour or two, but it makes it
harder for other people to recover files you have removed.

Resetting your device when the operating system is unresponsive

Ifyou want to restore your device but cannot operate the touchscreen or the operating
system is not responding to normal input, you may need to reset the device from the Boot
Menu.

To reset from the Boot Menu:

1. Connect an external USB keypad to the device.

2. Pressthe Windows logo key = get to the sign-in screen, then hold down the Shift
key and select Power / Restart in the lower-right corner of the screen.

3. When the device restarts, tap Troubleshoot / Reset this PC.

Ifyou cannot get to the sign-in screen, use a recovery drive or installation media to reset
your device.

Operating system and software updates

Periodically, operating system and software application updates will be available for your
device.

Windows 10 updates

The Windows 10 operating system periodically checks for updates so you don't have to.
When an update is available, it is automatically downloaded and installed — keeping your
device up-to-date with the latest features.

Installing the latest updates can help fix common issues, but you must be online to
download the updates. Once online, to check for and install the latest updates manually,
go to Settings / Update & security / Windows Update, and select Check for updates. If
Windows Update says your device is up to date, you have all the updates that are currently
available.
